SPRING  BREAK POLICIES AND PROCEDURES            Office of Student Life
STUDENTS QUALIFIED TO STAY IN BREAK HOUSING: 

· International or Non-Trad students

· Active participants in a sports camp (Athletic Department enrolls sports camp participants) 

· Students working a minimum of 20 hours weekly for Prin

· Students with a required/sponsored academic or OSL approved activity.

· International graduates (if space available)

· Members of clubs having an organized activity on campus which requires being here during the break.

RESERVATIONS:  Fill out application and turn it in to OSL by 5 p.m. Wednesday of 9th week.  

· Bring $25 cash with application to OSL anytime after Wed., Week 9.

· Groups fill out a group housing application by Friday of Week 5.  $50 late fee.

STUDENTS IN PRIVATE HOUSING:  If you’re housesitting or commuting to campus for work or study, fill out an application so you can be included on the break phone directory and receive your mail.
RENT:  Summer rent will be slightly increased from $3.50/night -  rent is posted to your Principia account.  $50/night without a min. of 20 hr./week job for domestics.  
· International students who conscientiously worked with Student Employment without finding at least 20 hours of employment for a given week, can apply through Student Employment for a rent waiver for that week. OSL will not accept late rent waivers.
RESERVATION CHANGES:  Must e-mail Break RC and judy.white@principia.edu or fill out the form in the dorm giving prior notice for all changes.  If a student has applied for break housing but does not show up for their reserved dates, after a period of two weeks their application will be voided and the student will be charged a maximum of $75, or rent for their reserved time if it is less than $75.  If the student arrives after that time and asks for break housing, the student will be required to fill out a new application and pay the $25 late fee, plus rent for the new stay dates.
MAKE ARRANGEMENTS AHEAD:  Rent will not be charged for absences of 7 or more consecutive nights if you give prior email notice or written form (in dorm) to Break RC and judy.white@principia.edu.  Anyone showing up unexpectedly at the break dorm may be turned away or charged $50/night. 

MOVING IN & ROOM ASSIGNMENTS: Move in Monday, June 9, 4-8pm. Room changes need prior Break RC approval.  
MEETINGS/RC VOICEMAILS:  You are responsible for any decisions made or policies announced or changed at house meetings and/or left by Break RC in your voicemails.

TRUNK ROOM ACCESS:  There is no trunk room or unassigned dorm access during Spring Break.  Access during winter and summer breaks is by RC appointment on days posted by RC. $25 fine for exceptions.  RCs who may be on campus may not open their (or any) trunk room.   Students need OSL approval to access a trunk room or dorm to which they are not assigned and must be accompanied by the Break RC or Community Safety.

GUESTS:  If you make prior arrangements (minimum 24 hours in advance) with the Break RC, you may have one guest only for up to three nights per break – with no prior approval, pay $25 cash/night to Break RC.  Guests may only visit once per break and must share your room or that of a friend--unoccupied rooms may not be used.  No enrolled student may be a guest during Spring Break.  All other requirements are consistent with the “Blue Pages.” 

DAMAGE, THEFT, OR VANDALISM IN DORM:  The repair or replacement of items due to unidentified damage, theft, or vandalism to the dorm or its furnishings will be charged to all students staying in the break dorm for any period of time.  No dorm furniture will be moved without Break RC approval.

CHECKING OUT:  To avoid fines, have your room checked out by the Break RC or House Manager anytime you leave campus for 7+ days, at end of the break, or anytime you are not returning to break housing.  Assigned house chores must be completed and dorm keys returned to Break RC before final checkout.

SPORTS CAMPS:  Athletes may not stay on campus during a break unless they are in sports camp or working 20+ hrs./week and staying in the worker dorm.  Once your sports camp starts, you must move everything into that sports camp assigned housing according to break policies.  Moving to sports camp will be treated like any final move-out regarding check-outs and fines.   

MOVING BACK TO REGULAR DORMS: Be packed up and checked out by Sun., Aug. 31 before 10pm. Move Mon., Sept. 1, 4-8pm. Normal return to campus is Sat., Sept. 6, after 8am. NO EARLY RETURNS.
